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Parts

Each Divider Kit contains (1) 48  Divider and (1) package of Mounting Clips. Additional kits can be purchased.

The Dividers can be cut and arranged in an infinite number of combinations. When used in the tall TufBox,
they can even be spaced to accommodate hanging file folders.

There are two styles of Mounting Clips. These T-Shaped and I-Shaped Clips can be used to attach dividers
to the top, bottom and sides of the drawer or to other dividers.

Installation

1. Determine how the drawer is to be divided. Measure width of space to be partitioned. Take overall width
of space, subtract 1/8  for clearance of mounting clips and cut divider to fit space.

2. See description under the diagrams below for mounting to your specific TufBox height. Position the divider
at the desired location. Use the clips as a template and mark the position where the divider will be mounted.
With a 3/32  bit, drill holes at the marked locations.

3. When mounting the clips to floor of the drawer, make sure they are secured in place BEFORE mounting
the Divider to the TufBox or to other Dividers. Put Divider into place and secure the clips into the drilled
holes with the supplied screws.
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
